the Evergreen State Fair Rodeo,
Sept. 4-6, 2009

rodeos require lots and lots of training. The cdéen

and our routine, over and over and over. And geads
attention; uniforms need cleaning, tack needs@gind shining,
horses are getting trailered here and there andl mgand water
and the poop piles like great mountains. And wieteo day
comes | feel drastically under-trained, and the geasn't look
nearly good enough, and the horses are all agkagdiots, and |
become terrifyingly aware of the hard reality that going to
have to actually ride in this rodeo...in front of tlsands of
people.

The 1st Regiment Of Cavalry rode in the EvergretameS-air
Rodeo, Friday, Saturday and Sunday Sept 4, 5 4n2089.

With five riders, we practiced an eight minute

routine, doing our turns, obliques, and wheelsesahlutes and
simulated saber attacks, at a trot, at a gallomdand round the
arena. We got the routine down to just under eigihutes, got it
down pretty smooth, we thought.

Horses were brought in from around the country;sideised at
our First Sargent Jim Daily’s digs — God bless himd we
trained and trained, and we cleaned our unifornaspatished
our leathers and brass and cleaned our saddlepompdwas
scooped and hay was hauled and early in the mouofikgday
Sept 4th, we converged upon the fairgrounds likenall army.

Setup was kinda like a reenactment, only differ€mores,
chores and more chores. Horses in stalls, hawlls st

water for the horses, gear in stalls, soldiergafiss and a sup-
port staff to keep us going — Gini and Suzannelamdisey -
God bless ‘em too!

The first show was Friday evening. We had all ttaget some
riding in beforehand. Some drill time in an opeerar, and a
half an hour of practice in the actual enclosecmdrena that
afternoon. And of course, the well-oiled machind bane
rusty, like a Springfield rifle in a

Ferndale field. And well trained horses acted tikeen year-
lings; our Captain Tim Shaws horse coming to a detagstop
despite his encouragement, my normally calm, cndlaol-
lected mount (ha!) turned briefly into a wild-eyiedcking
bronco , and Pat on Jims horse Sonny showed usddde
out a problem in a real tight

situation - it's amazing what a show of sparks a

steel-shod horse can make on concrete when heedetcid
dance. Incredible. And then there was good ol’ Bagl, ridden
by Rich Bright. Solid as a rock - an unshakable.pai

And yet the show must go on. And it did. We thuedieinto
the arena and did our show — listening for Tims e@nds,
knowing the routine well enough to anticipate wit@ut
right, left, stop, accelerate, keep spacing, notight, not too
loose, hold a military demeanor in the saddle, éy@¥, quiet
in the saddle, trusting a thousand pound animedgpond to
light reins and leg pressure and obey on demasedjgaly,
consistently . And the audience was appreciatihere was
ultimately applause aplenty, despite the initialsgel had that
there was an odd silence from the audience...kiral“@fhat
the heck, who are these bozo’s"? But the masteemony
had a good knack for selling us, and having our Quarter-
master Sargent Larry Graham on the microphone vdooké:
very well too — explaining who we were and whatdee-
Civil War Cav, not Hollywood Cav. Pretty soon thatniotic
fervor of the crowd was stirred up real well.

Afterwards, we even got some potential recruitpsitng by
our table and our stalls and queried us aboutgidiith the
Cav — horse people at a rodeo should make for Gavdre-
cruits next season. We wiped our brows of sweah filee work
in the warm muggy weather, stayed out of the raiing the
deluges, ate too much fair food and drank casestdr, cared
for our horses, and seemed to be always waitingdonext
show.

Two more shows, one on Saturday, and another on
Sunday, and that was it. A large sigh of relieflddue felt
throughout our group of riders and helpers, heckybe even
the horses. The horses and humans headed baakrtoepec-
tive parts of the countryside, and this human hedxeme to a
hot shower and some much needed ibuprofen.

Civil War Quilts— by Kelly Ann Butterbaugh (part 4)

Quilts and the Economy

Some women sold their quilts for means of support especially after
the war ended and economic despair pervaded the South. Often
the quilts were used in bartering for household supplies. The famed
Bible Quilt was eventually sold for only $5 when the family grew
desperate.

Elizabeth Keckley used her sewing skills to earn herself free-
dom from slavery in 1855. She was born to a seamstress mother on
IR plantation and soon learned her valued skill well. A modiste, one
who not only sews but designs clothes as well, she fell in favor with
many while she worked as times grew tough to support her master
and seventeen others on her plantation. Many of these clients who
were so fond of Keckley were women of one of St. Louis’ women'’s
society who loaned her $1200 to buy both her and her son’s free-
dom. Her sewing skills were then used to create quilts which were
$@d to repay those loans. Eventually, Elizabeth Keckley became
the personal seamstress to Mary Todd Lincoln.

Reconstruction
Many original Civil War era quilts no longer exist. Soldiers were
buried with their quilts, and many were used to the point of destruc-
ion. They served as utilitarian items that were used and reused,
sewn and cut to form new quilts, until there was nothing left. Those
that survive tend to be from women who had the ability to preserve
and keep their quilts rather than put them to hard use. In the Re-
construction Era quilts became a type of “salvage art” due to the
weak economy and limited supplies, yet another way that the quilts
serve historians well. Novels in their own right, the quilts tell the
story of both the North and the South, the wealthy and the
rximpoverished, through their fabrics, styles, and pur-
nposes. They are as much as part of the Civil War as the
usket for few soldiers would like to have gone to war with-
out either one.
