March 19, 2011  

G. A. R. Cemetery, Snohomish, WA  
Unofficial until approved at a subsequent meeting  

 
I. Call to Order. Meeting was called to order at 10:06 
by Vice Chair Howard Struve.  
II. Roll Call was made by Secretary Kevin Saville.  
 
Three administrative Board members were present: H. 
Struve, K. Saville, and E. Heino;   absent were A. 
Myers, A. Flores, T. Gulley, T. Sayler, and L. Myers.  
For the General Board, on the Confederate side, there 
were four unit representatives and one proxy              
representative present (five total). On the Federal side, 
there were six unit representatives and seven proxy   
representatives present (13 total). Total eligible voting 
representatives was 18 out of 26.  
III. Secretary’s Report was made by Saville. The  
unofficial February meeting minutes were published in 
the March Dispatch. A motion was made and seconded 
to approve the February minutes, as presented. Motion 
was approved unanimously.  
IV. Treasurer’s/Membership Report was given by 
Treasurer Anna Flores’ assistant, Beth Sier. An updated 
budget spreadsheet was distributed. There are currently 
398 paid WCWA members—reportedly less than usual 
for March. Sier reported that the WCWA will receive a 
little over $900 from the Federal employee’s campaign 
for nonprofit organizations. State and county giving 
campaigns for nonprofits are being pursued as well. 
These efforts are providing a little more income to the 
WCWA. B. Sier was authorized by A. Flores to accept 
membership applications at the meeting.  
V. Brigade Commanders & Civilian Leaders Re-
ports  
Confederate Civilians: No report.  
Federal Civilians: Erena Heino said they have eight 
new members and are looking forward to the season.  
Federal Brigade: Jim Daily reported that School of the 
Soldier is happening at Alan Geho’s place this next week-
end. Kevin Saville added from Col. Ted Sayler to please 

bring your camp gear, food, and a small armload of  
firewood. There will be a guest speaker.  
Confederate Battalion: No report.  
VI. Committee Reports  
A. Event Planning & Activities H. Struve said the 
2011 calendar is set. Event coordinators, if you have 
2011 event information to post, please get it to the 
WCWA webmaster immediately so that people  
viewing the WCWA website get full information 
about the events including dates, location, contact  
information, cost, etc.  
Please submit applications for 2012 events now; it is 
always good to plan ahead.  
Plain. Struve said he and Graham Watson, the  
landowner, have been in communication. Watson is 
very excited about the event and looks forward to the 
WCWA being there. Peter Jensen said the event  
coordinators are looking forward to the club  
leadership getting to Plain within the next couple of 
months to design the venue layout. No date has been 
set yet for the trip; Struve asked Jensen to arrange the 
trip.  
Roy. H. Struve reported that he visited the site, which 
is a little northeast of Roy, just off the highway  
between Spanaway and Parkland. It is 30 acres of flat 
pasture land that is in good shape and it is a good site. 
There are some trees and features. Gene Knight  
reported to Struve that the town of Roy is excited to 
have us there. An event application for next year has 
not been submitted yet. The event will probably hap-
pen in July. Struve said NCWC Chair Steve Betschart 
expressed that the NCWC membership would be 
more than happy to show up if there are at least two 
weeks between Willamette Mission and the Roy 
event.  
B. Finance. Nothing to report.  
C. Living History. Nothing to report.  
D. Membership. As reported in the Treasurer’s  
Report, there are currently 398 paid members. Please 
get memberships submitted.  
E. Outreach. Nothing to report.  
F. Publicity. Nothing to report.  
G. Risk/Insurance. David Imburgia announced he has 
resigned from the Insurance Coordinator position. Al 
Myers has taken on the responsibility. Event  
coordinators, please contact Myers for insurance cov-
erage. Imburgia received a good round of applause for 
ten years of service as insurance coordinator.  
VII. Unfinished Business  
None.  



VIII. New Business  
A. Suspension of Unit Probation Status: H. Struve ex-
plained that in late 2009, the General Board voted to 
suspend unit probation status for two years. The  
suspension covered the 2009 and 2010 seasons; that 
was two years of coverage so further suspension in 
2011 requires a new decision. Struve said the  
Administrative Board recommends this be  
reconsidered for 2011 due to the economy, gas prices, 
etc. Roy Houston moved to suspend unit probation 
status for 2011 and reexamine the status again at 
the beginning of 2012. Jim Daily seconded the mo-
tion. D. Imburgia asked why we are doing this when 
gas prices are never going to get better and the  
suspension is a disincentive for units that get a large 
number of members to turn out to events. Imburgia 
expressed that if the suspension continues for a third 
year, we are practically throwing the rule out so what’s 
the sense of having the rule? P. Jensen asked for an 
overview of the rule; Struve confirmed, for example, 
that an infantry company must be full strength with 
eight or more members at three events this year (there 
are five major events) to remain off probation unless 
the suspension remains in effect. Struve said  
companies must be full strength at a minimum of 50% 
of public battle events. Jensen expressed that people 
are being more selective about which events they  
attend and the chosen events are often closer to home. 
He wondered if we should reconsider the number of 
events that people need to turn out for. Saville  
suggested that the number of events a unit must be full 
strength at could be fixed, rather than based on 50% of 
the calendar. George Sier said company members need 
to communicate with one another so as to encourage 
each other and hopefully double up to reduce  
transportation costs. N. Alred said he agrees with  
Imburgia that the economy is not going to get better 
for quite a while so we ought to stick to the  
probationary rule. B. Sier said she recalls gas going up 
year after year so she agrees with Imburgia and Alred 
as well. The suspension is giving people a reason to 
not turn out; people should be willing to share a ride.  
Steve Jones said he talked with Gary Mitchie the other 
night. Mitchie said they’re expected to make numbers 
and there’s only one event in Spokane so they (east 
side of state members) have to come over here to make 
their numbers more often than west side members have 
to go east. Jones suggested we ought to look at what 
east side members have to pay to come over here.  
Alred said we need to decide if the rule serves a  
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purpose and if so, then we need to comply with it.  
Imburgia said there’s another ramification of the  
suspension in that part-time units (those participating 
at few events), have disproportionate power in terms of 
General Board representation compared to units that 
keep their numbers up. Struve said the probationary 
process is described in the WCWA Bylaws and if we 
are going to change or suspend a portion of the  
Bylaws, then we need to bring up the issue at one 
meeting and vote on it at another meeting. As a result, 
we should not vote on this topic until the next meeting. 
We need 2/3 majority of those present to change or 
suspend the bylaws. Struve said we look ridiculous if 
people don’t turn out to battle events. Alred asked if 
we need to withdraw the motion; Struve said it will be 
old business next month (April).  
B. New unit presentation: H. Struve announced that the 
Keystone Battery of Pennsylvania wishes to be pre-
sented as a new artillery unit based in Ritzville. They 
are not here today but A. Myers asked them to send 
information to the Administrative Board and Struve 
will present it as best he can. Struve said they sent a 
list of 27 potential members which, according to the 
Bylaws, will have to be verified by the treasurer as  
being current paid up members who intend to  
participate in the new unit. Some of the listed members 
are civilian. A minimum of five active artillery  
members are required. Their equipment list contains 24 
items and appears to Struve to contain what’s needed. 
The artillery piece is a mountain howitzer owned by 
Mike Inman, a WCWA U.S. Medical Department 
member in Spokane. Struve indicated that the howitzer 
will have to be approved by the WCWA Artillery 
Commission and will be inspected at the Spokane 
event. It has been at the Spokane event in the past as a 
static display piece.  
 
Struve summarized the history of the Keystone Bat-
tery. The original Keystone Battery was organized in 
Philadelphia in 1861 as an infantry company and was 
drilled as such until it was formed into a Battery. Shortly 
after, its services being offered to the government as an 
independent battery to serve for one year, the Battery left 
Philadelphia for Washington. So popular was the battery 
that the rolls were open only for two days and in that 
short time nearly five hundred men offered to enlist. The 
battery served in Virginia from 1861 to the close of the 
war and participated in the battles of Gaines’ Mill, Bull 
Run, South Mountain, Antietam, Fredericksburg, and 
New Market Heights. ����������	�
���
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due to injury and 21 enlisted men due to disease (total 
38 casualties).  
Struve said the WCWA membership committee will 
have to review the Keystone Battery application. A 
mentor unit was not stated and will have to be specified. 
It was asked if they can be an artillery unit without an 
approved gun (at present). The Bylaws state that a new 
artillery unit must have a certified safe and historically 
accurate gun. Struve said the gun has been used in 
Idaho and Washington state parks with state parks de-
partment approval. The gun has not been approved by 
the WCWA Artillery Commission. Gun specifics were 
requested by artillery commanders.  
Saville read WCWA Bylaws Section F in regard to new 
unit formation. The Membership Committee needs to 
meet and the committee’s recommendation will be pre-
sented at a subsequent meeting. The mountain howitzer 
will be reviewed by the Artillery Commission.  
IX. For the Good of the Order  
A. Past Event Reports. None.  
B. Upcoming Event Reports.  
Honoring Their Memory. Bruce Smith said Honoring 
their Memory is April 9. The board meeting is at 10:00, 
event setup begins at the same time, and the main event 
occurs at 2:00.  
C. Unit Reports.  
Mason-Dixon Township. B. Sier reported that the 
Spring Ball was held last weekend in Steilacoom. The 
event was well attended by 65 people. The food and 
music were wonderful. They would like to plan to do 
the event again next year but a larger hall may be 
needed as it was a full house.  
U.S.S. Tahoma Marines. H. Struve said the Tahoma 
Marines will attend the First Battle of Bull Run in Vir-
ginia in July--the 150th anniversary event. About 12 ma-
rines are going back along with 3-4 civilians. They are 
joining 60-80 other Marines.  
20th Maine. Bob Ballard reported that the 20th Maine Co. 
F has six guys going back to Bull Run and are falling in 
with Vincent’s Brigade.  
D. Announcements.  
JBLM Event. H. Struve reported on an email received 
from Staff Sergeant Margaret Keating at Joint Base 
Lewis McChord. There was great participation in the 
African-Americans in the Civil War event held at Madi-
gan Army Medical Center (MAMC). Keating was very 
pleased with the participation from the WCWA mem-

bership and is looking forward to attending Fort 
Steilacoom. X. Adjournment. Meeting was ad-
journed at 10:55 a.m.

   Some fine Irish recipes handed down from my   
Great-Grandmother who immigrated before the Civil War. 

  
Irish Soda Bread 

  
4 cups of all purpose flour 

3 tablespoons sugar 
3 teaspoons baking powder 

1 teaspoon salt 
3/4 teaspoon baking soda 
6 tablespoon cold butter 

1-1/2 cup raisins or currants 
1 tablespoon caraway seeds 

2 eggs beaten 
1-1/2 cup buttermilk 

  
In a large bowl combine the first five ingredients. Cut in butter 
until it resembles course crumbs. Stir in raisins and caraway 

seeds. Set aside 1 tablespoon beaten egg,in a bowl combine but-
termilk ,  and remaining egg, stir into crumb mixture just until 

flour is moistened, dough will be sticky. Turn onto a well floured 
surface, knead about ten times. shape into a ball. Place in a 

greased 9 inch round baking pan. Cut a 4 inch X, 1/4 inch deep in 
the center of the ball. Brush top with reserved egg. Bake at 350 
degree oven for 1 hour and 20 minutes, or until a toothpick in-
serted come out clean. Cool for ten minutes before removing 

from pan to a wire rack to cool completely. Yield 1 loaf.
