           NCWC TACTICAL – JUNE 11th & 12th, 2011 
 
The definition of the word “tactical”  is as follows;  
Done or made for the purpose of trying to achieve an immediate or short-term goal; Military used to support lim-
ited military operations; showing skillful planning in order to accomplish something. 
 
Well folks, that really sums it up and we are going to have a chance to go out and live like a Civil War soldier 
from 0800 Saturday until noon on Sunday. If you have only done reenactments with the NCWC then get ready for 
a totally different experience. This is where officers and NCO’s are challenged to think on their own, challenge 
their units and be challenged by unexpected events. There will be referees with every unit involved and they will 
draw situational cards every ¼ hr.  You have no idea what they may be but neither did those men who faced the 
real challenge of battle every day. This will test you and your men and make you better at what you do later in re-
enactments. 
 
Where: The Horning Seed Orchard/BLM  27004 S. Sheckly Rd., Colton, OR 97017 
From Estacada head south on OR 211 Woodburn Estacada Hwy. At 8.1 miles take slight right onto Unger Rd. At 
0.9 miles take a right onto S. Sheckly Rd. Stay on road approx 0.5 miles to the Horning Seed Ochard parking area.

How Much Does it Cost? $15.00 prepaid - min 10 days prior to event start of 6/10/2011 after registering and 
your CO signs off you are a paid member of the NCWC and have completed the most recent safety questionnaire. 
 
Who Can Come: Infantry, Artillery (light guns only) cavalry (mounted and dismounted) I will need min of two 
mounts for courier service.  
Civilians: Can come and set up a town at either end of the tactical site and walk the road between the armies but 
cannot enter the tactical site for safety purposes. Photography of all type allowed and if we can get someone to 
film can get it uploaded on the NCWC site and U-Tube.  
Fee for Civilians: $10.00 for weekend. Must prepay after registering as a civilian.

Paying for the Event: We will make arrangements for you to prepay using PayPal so all funds accounted for prior 
to the event. No Refunds folks. Have to expend dollars to put on the event so please come and enjoy! Bring a 
buddy! 
 
What to bring: Ammo and powder, 5 gals drinking water min. per man (water for horses available) marching ra-
tions (cook fires allowed but concealment lost if you have fires going all the time.) Bring a shelter half (half a dog 
or a whole dog and share with buddy, ground blanket, wool blanket and great coat, extra pair dry socks, small axe, 
small spade, waterproof matches, etc but remember, the less you carry the faster you can move. If you secure an 
objective a mile from where you slept on Fri  or Saturday night ,you do not want to go back to get gear and get 
captured right?  
 
What to Expect: I guarantee you that if you are hardcore, when this event is over you will be putting it on your 
calendar for 2012. It will be bigger and even better! There is no morning parade, drill etc. There is just constant 
awareness that you can be captured, wounded or killed at any time and must be alert, communicate as a soldier, 
move as a combat soldier, think like a warrior! Now if you can man up for this, come get your pound of flesh !!!!

 WCWA Board of Directors Meeting Minutes  

May 14, 2011  
G. A. R. Cemetery, Snohomish, WA  

 
Unofficial until approved at a subsequent meeting  

 
I. Call to Order. Meeting was called to order at 10:12 
by Chairman Al Myers.  
II. Roll Call was made by Secretary Kevin Saville.  
Administrative Board members absent were Tobey  
Gulley, Ted Sayler, and Erena Heino. For the General 
Board, on the Confederate side, there were five unit 
representatives and two proxy representative present 
(seven total). On the Federal side, there were five unit 
representatives and four proxy representatives present 
(nine total). Total eligible voting representatives was 16 
out of 29.  
III. Secretary’s Report was made by Saville. The  
unofficial April meeting minutes were published in the 
May Dispatch. The April minutes were approved as 
presented without a motion.  
IV. Treasurer’s/Membership Report was given by 
Treasurer Anna Flores. The WCWA bank account  
balance is currently $6,590.60. So far, the money flow 
is going well but we will be in trouble if all events are 
like Fort Steilacoom which currently stands at a $2,958 
loss not including the additional $400 insurance  
allocation ($3,358 total loss). Expenses were under 
budget by $202 but the event only had proceeds of 
$4,751 instead of the targeted $21,750. The WCWA 
currently has 715 paid memberships. Of those, 176 are 
new members this year. A considerable number of  
applications were received at the Steilacoom gate;  
people realize they have to pay to play. Commanders 
were requested to pick up the membership cards for 
their people. Commanders need to retain the medical 
portion of the applications for future reference.  
Al Myers said he is a little concerned about this year in 
terms of attendance. Flores said having just one battle 
per day (at Steilacoom) may have been a mistake as 
many people come to see the battle. If the event  

schedule doesn’t fit their personal schedule, they 
won’t come to the event because they want to see the 
battle. Bob Ballard thought reenactors may have been 
drawn away from the camps for the movie filming at 
the time when the public was in camp. John Strand 
said the film crew is making a promotional for the 
WCWA.

Confederate Civilians: Linda Myers had nothing to 
report.

VII. Unfinished Business  
Photographer Proposal. A. Myers said the  
photographer proposal has been refused. He said the 
WCWA is not going to spend money on the chance 
that someone may want to download some pictures. If 
a photographer would like to put photos on a webpage 
for sale, then that may be acceptable. But the WCWA 
and its membership cannot afford to pay per event or 
per member for the service.  
VIII. New Business  
Artillery Three Minute Rule . Tony Lee moved to 
remove the 3 minute rule for the rate of artillery 
fire. He requested that the artillery rate of fire be 
left to the discretion of the unit commanders. The 
motion was seconded by Chuck Kippenhan. A. Myers 
said this was discussed last year and a motion did not 
pass. Tony said the prior motion was for some other 
rate of fire. He said this new motion leaves the rate of 
fire up to the unit commanders and if they want to 
stay at three minutes, they may do so based on what 
they feel their crew can handle etc. Myers postponed 
discussion on the motion until next month and said 
we can’t vote on it until next month anyway. John 
Strand said if the rate is at the unit commander’s  
discretion, they can load and fire at will and the  
infantry can’t move in front of guns that are firing at 
will. Beth Sier said that’s how it would have been in 
real life. They would have avoided that area. It lends 
more authenticity to the battle that we are charging 
people to come see. Strand said it would be a short 



fight with no more people than we have. Myers said 
we will hold discussion until the next meeting. Strand 
said there should be a minimum time for the rate of 
fire, such as one minute. Myers said the artillery only 
gets paid for so much powder, no matter how much 
they use. Flores said rapid fire needs to be coordinated 
by commanders. Strand said there’s not been much 
coordination recently; Flores said that’s not very safe. 
Chuck Kippenhan said the artillery has been left out of 
the battles and they want to play. If the scenario calls 
to capture the guns, they will stop firing and be  
captured; they like that kind of activity as well. They 
want to play in a coordinated way and be safe at the 
same time.  
Author Kino Hawkin’s Calamity’s Children . Na-
than Alred announced as a commercial note that Kino 
Hawkins, an ex- 26th North Carolina soldier, wrote Ca-
lamity’s Children and has offered copies to the 26th at a 
reduced price to sell. They list for $28 (on Amazon 
etc.) and are available for $20 from 26th. They will 
have copies here and at Spokane if anyone wants one. 
Dan Gerrer said the book is very well written and  
reenactors understand what’s going on. Hawkins is 
very descriptive of the characters.. Dan knows where 
he got certain inspiration for characters from other  
reenactors. It starts during the Civil War but goes up to 
WWI, following a timeline.  
IX. For the Good of the Order  
A. Past Event Reports.  
Steilacoom and Beyond. B. Ballard said the  
expectation is that we will generate a profit at Spokane 
and Port Gamble. Howard Struve said this year at 
Steilacoom, the weather was favorable, unlike last 
year, and it still lost money. Fishing season started up 
the same weekend, which caused a loss of some  
people. B. Sier said it was a great event and very well 
handled. A. Flores said after two years of not having 
any security issues, they hope more Confederate units 
will be willing to turn out in the future. Some  
complained that there wasn’t a large military turnout. 
Flores recommended the main improvement would be 
to have two battles per day. The 21st N.C. from Idaho 
was upset because they came a long distance for one 
battle per day. Linda Myers said she loved every  
minute at Steilacoom and they had 11 members sign 
up at Steilacoom--eight new to the group. Myers said it 
was easy to set up this year with nice ground. They had 
a good time and lots of people came through. B. Sier 
said she heard high praise from a former reenactor who 
said their “houses” are much more elaborate to show 
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town life. Peter Jensen said he enjoyed Steilacoom as 
well. The 7th Wisconsin had five or six guys from the 
NCWC’s 19th Indiana join them so the Iron Brigade 
was well represented. Jensen said that Steilacoom is 
close enough for Oregon folks to easily drive up  
without having to go through Tacoma and Seattle  
traffic.  
Ferndale School Event. Pat Pietsch said they saw 
2,000 students come through at the school event at 
Ferndale’s Hovander Park May 12-13. They would 
like to make it a two day event in the future.  
B. Upcoming Event Reports.  
Fort Lewis (JBLM) Armed Forces Day. John Strand 
said that the WCWA has a DUNS number assigned so 
we are a vendor providing a service for Armed Forces 
Day. The JBLM AFD event coordinator said we could 
have two contracts: one for the Army of the Columbia 
and one for Adam’s Legion. There is a potential to 
make $500 for each, $1,000 total. Proceeds will go to 
the WCWA bank account. Strand said he is powerless 
to assign money to different units but he will  
recommend certain allocations to the board. A. Flores 
said she can make checks out to company accounts but 
not to individuals. For the companies that do not have 
their own account, she will set up a line item  
earmarked as that unit’s scholarship money for next 
year’s memberships, to be used at the beginning of the 
next season. The unit can decide which memberships 
are paid by the line item. If a unit has a checking  
account, she will write a check to the unit account. 
Strand is the event coordinator and will advise Flores 
of the unit numbers participating. Flores will write 
checks or create line items. JBLM said someone will 
go around and make the decision as to how much 
money will be issued. Strand said they need Rebels to 
show up to get that $500. They may only give a  
portion of the money. Strand said no exact number of 
participants is specified but senses that each side needs 
10-12 infantrymen to show and effort was made.  
T. Lee asked kind about the camps and Strand said any 
setup is acceptable. We can set up the night before and 
stay overnight; security is on site in evening. This is a 
one day event concluding 6 p.m. Saturday. Use the  
DuPont Gate, Exit 119. All vehicles are subject to 
search; powder is fine but do not bring balls (one ball 
for demo/discussion is acceptable). Event is at  
Memorial/Cowan Stadium. Lunch is provided (hotdog, 
chips, and soda). Battle is at 1:00. Strand said that in 
the past, Bernie Bateman allocated $5 per head, $10 to 
$15 per tent, etc. Flores said she sent John a paid roster 
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and all WCWA participants must be members in good 
standing to participate. Strand said the WCWA roster 
will be at the gate. Strand hopes for a good turnout and 
to raise funds for units. Strand has about 50 passes for 
the event. The 4th U.S. and cavalry have separate  
contracts; there will not be double dippers. A. Myers 
asked if the 4th and cavalry participation are covered by 
WCWA insurance; Strand said yes, and that they need 
to contribute 10% to the WCWA for insurance  
coverage. So the WCWA may receive $200 for insur-
ance. Myers said insurance is approximately $350 for 
the event.  
Plain Battle Event October 1-2. Peter Jensen said  
several at the meeting are going over to Plain right after 
the meeting to see the venue. Graham Watson, the site 
owner, is very excited to have the event. Jensen will 
make a rough draft schedule for folks to look over, to 
give advice on, and to help structure what to do on  
October 1-2. Jensen requested the event date be put on 
the WCWA website. A. Myers said the event dates will 
be added after July in order to utilize the lower  
insurance proration rate of $200. Concern was raised by 
a few that the lower insurance rate will not offset the 
advertising and participation loss. Everyone agreed that 
people need to plan in advance for the event. Myers 
agreed and said he will request that the event be added 
to the website as soon as possible. It is not known if an 
insurance certificate is needed by the site host; that will 
be asked today.  
Elbe Event. Bob Ballard asked if there’s any more info 
on the event. Myer replied to contact Tom Peloquin if 
you have questions.  
Website Postings. John Strand asked how best to get 
updates posted by Peggy Lange. A. Myers said Lange 
does not need authorization from the Administrative 
Board but it would be a good idea to let Myers know 
the status of postings.

Tidbits- Did you know…… 
Alabama- St. Clair County (pop. 64,742) bills itself as being older than the state. The county was created in 
1818 during the first session of the Alabama Territorial Legislature. 
 
Kentucky- Founded in 1815, Louisville Stoneware is one of the nation’s oldest pottery companies. Kentucky 
Derby and Christmas themes are among its well-known designs. 
 
Massachusetts- Sudbury has the distinction of bearing the nation’s most patriotic zipcode 01776. 
 
North Carolina- Headquartered in Asheville (pop. 68,889) the American Chestnut Foundation is working to 
restore the American chestnut tree to its native range within the woodlands of the eastern United States. In the 
first half of the century, a fungal blight killed an estimated 4 billion chestnut trees. 
 
South Carolina- Guests of The Mills House Hotel, opened in 1853 in Charleston (pop. 96,650), stroll the halls 
once walked by General Robert E. Lee and President Theodore Roosevelt. 
 
Virginia- Built in the early 1890’a, Meem’s Bottom Covered Bridge – about 200 feet long- spans the  
Shenandoah River near Mount Jackson. Vandals burned the bridge in 1976, but the original timbers were  
salvaged and the bridge was reconstructed and reopened to traffic. 
 
Virginia- Iron Works at Catherine’s Furnace near Newport in Page County and Elizabeth’s Furnace in the 
Fort Valley area of Shenandoah County provided iron for weapons manufactured at the Tredegar Iron Works 
in Richmond. 
 
From 1862 to 1964, the Shenandoah Valley was the site of: 

325 military engagements 
14 major battles 
Page County became the home base for Col. John Singleton Mosby’s Rangers 
The Confederate victory at Front Royal (May 23, 1862) was made possible with information provided by 

Confederate female spy Belle Boyd 
 

Two infamous incidents took place near the end of the war and afterward: 
In September 1864, six of Mosby’s Rangers were captured after failed attack on a Union supply train and 

summarily shot one by one in the streets of Front Royal. A monument in the form of an Egyptian obe-
lisk stands in the memory on Prospect Hill Cemetery 

 
In 1865, shortly after the war ended, two ex-Confederates from Page County were accused of stealing a 

Union’s soldier’s horse and saddle. They were arrested, taken to New Market and executed by a firing 
squad in a field at Rudes Hill, just north of town. A roadside historical marker along U.S. 11 marks 
the area where they were shot.

Calamity’s Children: A Civil War, Post War Novel of Defeat and Devastation, Personal Victory and Peace

Calamity’s Children by Joaquin Andre Hawkins is a gripping exploration of the after effects of one of 
America’s bloodiest eras—the Civil War. Hawkins delves into the character of Gabriel Masters, whose 
greatest fight wasn’t in the war, but after, as he struggles to surmount his physical and emotional wounds. 
Masters and his friends scatter across the country, each tending to his wounds as best he can. Masters be-
comes a success, but still struggles with past memories. As he slowly and inevitably moves from personal 
defeat and despair to redemption and peace, readers will come to realize that good can emerge even from 
the horrors of war. Thoroughly researched and filled with plot twists and turns, and characters so alive 
they seem to leap from the page, Calamity’s Children is an engrossing historical drama.  

Joaquin Andre Hawkins has had a lifelong interest in the Civil War years. A retired United States Postal 
Service worker, he has reenacted in the Washington Civil War Association in Washington State, having 
taken part in numerous public events and some film work. He has also been a member of the South Puget 
Sound Civil War Roundtable in Lakewood, Washington. Hawkins was also part of a cast of thousands, at 
the 1998 Gettysburg mega reenactment, honoring its 135th anniversary.  
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HUMMINGBIRD CAKE 

A Rebel’s Recipe- Ann Clarke, 10th Va., UDC 
Ingredients 
Unsalted butter, for greasing  
2 3/4 cups all-purpose flour, plus more for dusting  
1 cup pecan pieces    & 3 ripe bananas, chopped  
1/2 cup finely chopped fresh pineapple  
1 teaspoon ground cinnamon  
1/2 teaspoon freshly grated nutmeg  
1/2 teaspoon ground ginger  
1 1/4 teaspoons baking soda  
1/2 teaspoon salt  
3 large eggs, at room temperature  
1 3/4 cups granulated sugar  
1 cup vegetable oil 
For the Frosting:  
2 packages cream cheese (8 ounces each), at room tempera-
ture  
12 tablespoons unsalted butter, cubed, at room temperature  
2 cups confectioners' sugar  
1 tablespoon finely grated lemon zest  
1 teaspoon vanilla extract 
Directions 
Make the cake: Preheat the oven to 350 degrees F. Butter 
two 8-inch round cake pans and line with parchment paper. 
Butter the parchment and dust with flour.Spread the pecans 
on a baking sheet and bake until fragrant and toasted, about 
8 minutes. Let cool slightly, then roughly chop. Toss with 
the bananas, pineapple and 1/2 cup flour in a small bowl. 
Whisk the remaining 2 1/4 cups flour, the cinnamon, nut-
meg, ginger, baking soda and salt in a bowl. Beat the eggs 
and granulated sugar in a separate bowl with a mixer on 
high speed until thick and light, 5 minutes. Gradually beat 
in the vegetable oil. Sprinkle the flour mixture over the egg 
mixture, then gently fold to make a thick batter. Fold in the 
pecan-fruit mixture, then transfer the batter to the prepared 
pans. Bake until the cakes are firm and a toothpick inserted 
into the middle comes out clean, 50 to 55 minutes. Cool in 
the pans on a rack, 25 minutes, then invert the cakes onto 
the rack to cool completely. Make the frosting: Beat the 
cream cheese in a large bowl with a mixer until fluffy, then 
gradually beat in the butter until combined. Sift the confec-
tioners' sugar over the cream cheese mixture and beat until 
smooth. Add the lemon zest and vanilla and beat until light 
and fluffy. Place one cake layer on a serving plate. Spread 
about half of the frosting on top, then cover with the other 
cake layer. Spread the remaining frosting over the top and 
sides of the cake.

    As a result of industrialization, in the North many 
new products had been developed during the early part 
of the 19th century. In 1830 commercial soap was 
available. Dairy products could be purchased rather 
than being made at home. The ice box was being sold, 
and the wood or coal range replaced the fireplace for 
cooking, In 1848  the hand cranked ice cream freezer 
was patented. The Mason jar was perfected in 1859 
helped the development of commercial canning, even 
though home canning did not become wide spread  
until the pressure cooker in 1874. The war contributed 
to the canning industry because of the need to feed the 
soldiers. Items such as condensed milk, various fruits, 
meat, oysters, green peas, and other vegetables,  
sardines, salmon and even lobster.  Baking soda was 
introduced in 1856 and 1863  commercial yeast.   
Oatmeal does not appear in Godey's pages or in the 
list for rations during the 1860's it was considered a 
food for infants or invalids, It gained favor as a  
breakfast food in the 1870's, 
  Other foods available are fruits such as oranges was 
used , they were expensive. Bananas did not become 
popular until 1876. Coconuts and pineapple arrived in 
the country in the 1850's. Lemons were popular to use 
as flavoring. Apples were plentiful and sometimes 
dried. Berries, grapes, peaches, pears and watermelon 
could also be used. Vegetables  was usually potatoes, 
cabbage, onions, root vegetables during the winter 
months they were kept in root cellars or dried.  Hot 
chocolate was introduced in the colonies in 1765  but 
milk chocolate to eat was not developed in  
Switzerland until 1876,  Cornmeal mush was a  
popular breakfast item in New England. Breakfast 
items such as doughnuts , griddle cakes, corn dodgers, 
tea, or farina. Dinners which was in the middle of the 
day consisted of boiled potatoes and ham, fresh pork, 
or perhaps corned beef. There would be pie for dessert 
apples in the winter, rhubarb in the spring, berry in the 
summer or fall. Mincemeat pie was popular. The 
North during the war had enough products due to  
exports from Europe and did not suffer the great food

Military members are 
welcome to set up in Union township area if they are 
staying with a civilian member there. I will need to 
know your tent size , if you have a fly,an additional A 
tent for family member, cook area, or parlor. This will 
help greatly to lay out the streets. If possible I will set up 
two water barrels with a pump to use for dish water, 
bathing etc., but please do not waste this water. It is rec-
ommended that you bring additional water for drinking. 
Firewood is provided, however, if you require to keep a 
campfire, or cook fire going continually please bring 
your own firewood. Pets need to be on a leash at all 
times or in a exercise pen or kennel. Do not forget about 
garbage disposal. Remember to bring your membership 
cards, and register. If you are not a paid member of the 
WCWA then you are not allowed to participate at 
events, and you will not be allowed to set up. If you 
want to have a guest stay with you overnight they need 
to become a paid member.  
Except for the Spokane Falls event this year the Union 
Civilian town will be setting up with the Confederate 
Mason- Dixon township. This worked very well at the 
Fort Steilacoom event. With the additional space that 
they require it is imperative that you reserve a spot in 
advance.

( shortages the South did. Herbal teas such as  
blackberry, currant , or raspberry was available.  
Yankee dishes that were popular was things like clam 
chowder, baked beans, Indian pudding, Boston Cream 
pie and chicken pie. Immigrants from Germany, Italy, 
Norway, Scotland, France, England, and Ireland 
changed greatly the American cooking during the 19th 
century. There was large amounts of meat available 
not only from farmers with their beef and pork, lamb 
poultry but plenty of game , fish, and seafood. Salads 
were usually that of leftover chicken or fish. Gravies 
and broths were popular. Wines and spices , and herbs 
were frequent in recipes, and functioned as  
tenderizers. Potato chips appeared in 1865. Milk  
consumption was typically less than half a pint a day. 
Alcoholic beverages favorite was beer, followed by 
wine and whiskey. If one was middle class, or rural 
family leftovers and cooks were very frugal. Items 
such as bread pudding was being consumed by the 
American family.
