Camp Layout Bylaws Amendment.Saville read a pro
posed amendment to the WCWA Bylaws Section D,
submitted at the June board meeting by N. Alred.

The proposed amendment specifies a change to
Paragraph 6 and the addition of a new Paragraph 7.

Change Paragraph 6 to read: The Event Coordinato
along with the Union and Confederate Brigade
Commanders (or their deputies) shall determine the
placement of camps and facilities, subject to the
limitations in Paragraph 7 below. Once general cam
areas have been assigned, Brigade Commanders a
the Civilian Community Leaders are responsible for
laying out their respective camps.

Add new Paragraph 7: At recurring events where
,camps are sited in approximately the same location
each year, the assignment of general camp areas
shall alternate on an annual basis between the Unio
and Confederate Battalions. At recurring events
where a separate camp area has or will be
established for civilian units, camp assignments sii
rotate on an annual basis between the Union
@attalion, the Confederate Battalion and the civilan
units.

Tobey Gulley read the following email content from
John Caverly. It is the position of the CSA Engiisee
that this agenda item should be voted down. Wetfes
to entangle our bylaws with such language ties our
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hands in managing WCWA event sites and activittds.
the responsibility of the event coordinators arel th
elected battalion officers, civilians, and sutlers
evaluate the best locations for each camp depermding
needs. To dictate that camps rotate just becassgstso
in the bylaws ignores the fact that we do not krnmmw
big a battalion may be from year to year. Whatef get
an influx of Federals, making it impossible forrmé& be
in “the bowl”; what if the Confederate battaliomfin

Oregon comes up and the Confederates need more?s

Making a bylaws site requirement is foolish. Ithe
responsibility of this board to provide oversigbt these
events. By inserting these pointless rules into our
governing documents, we abdicate this responsilaihid
the ability to use human intelligence and foresigtihy
legislate ourselves out of a job? This board exwsteok
at the gray areas of life that codified rules can’t
adequately address. The engineers vote “no.”

Brian Tafoya spoke in regard to the Spokane event,
saying the event coordinators there address theusar
concerns and they feel like this is something wauld
restrict them too much. If they bylaws change, nagingd
a three-way rotation at Spokane, it will not wadathan
Alred said that the 26th North Carolina will votesy

and civilian community leaders. Norm Harriman daed
is in agreement with everything that’s being saitoe
issue is about communication. Harriman said toyose
chain of command, go up the ladder, get to theteven
coordinator and solve where everyone is to be éutat
We don't need to cloud the bylaws and dictate elitthy
thing. Bill McGill said if it's not working, theret's
change it. The negative thing about changing postis
you may get to an event and be dumped in a spoyolg
didn’t know about. There are pros and cons to every
position on the field. McGill said we can make do.
Trying to cast everything in concrete defeats tingpse
of appointing event coordinators and electing
commanders. Anna Flores said she sees a lotrmfghi
being brought up to change or add to the bylawmesof
these things circumvent people’s responsibilittedd
their jobs. People are not showing up to commuaicat
and to do what should be done. There is a lacletting
together to communicate and there is a lack of
disseminating information. Flores said she doesmok
it's appropriate to put all of this in the bylawssiead of
getting together to discuss the issues.

majority.

Event Loss AmendmentSaville read a proposed
amendment to WCWA Bylaws Section D, submitted at
the June board meeting by Bonnie Starr: In a pesfod
two years, if a sponsored event loses more thal 80
year, that event cannot be considered for theviatig
year’s event calendar.

David Imburgia spoke against the motion saying this
represents micromanagement by this board of altéut
boards’ decisions. Future boards may make decision
based on information we cannot predict or foresee.
Rusty Starr said that Bonnie Starr asked that tipgse
of the motion be clarified. He said that at Feregallot
of rumors circulated that the motion was directed a
Ferndale. She wanted it in the minutes of the mgehat
the motion was not directed at any specific evejuost
for events in general. Events have been votedan ye
after year without considering the impact of finiatlg
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poor events. John Strand said he talked to Shelly
Butterfield-Knight and Gene Knight about the motion
They all recognized that we only have a handfudwnt
coordinators in the club. If we put these restoicsi on
coordinators, fewer people will want to coordinatents.
It usually takes three years to cultivate an evémie
don’t allow more time for some events to mature and
make money then we won'’t get them to their full
potential. Brian Tafoya said that it may appeat #m
event is gaining momentum and with this motion waym
kill it.

Anna Flores said it goes back to involvement ofngt
board members to pay attention and vote appropyitie
the protection of the club. This is a nonprofitamgation
that needs to break even and teach living histoshould
be in everyone’s interest to do that. We cannot
consistently lose money at events. Looking at tht&im
line and the budget, we need to consider if we maveey
going into the new year that we may potentiallyelasd
can afford to lose; it’s called financial planninvde may
lose on a new event for the first year or two. ¥gtboard
members need to look at each event and vote aogtydi
N. Alred said that we are not a business but an
organization that is staffed by friends. It's htodell a
friend that an event sucks and we are going tatkilired
said he personally has no problem saying an eushss
but he recognizes that it's hard to enforce trsatdf
responsibility. Bill McGill said that we should ddne
word to the amendment: “may”, as in an event “mag”
struck. A. Myers said each event is voted on eyesy.
McGill asked why then do we need this amendment.
John Caverly submitted the following comments via
email. It is the position of the CSA Engineers tinad
agenda item should be voted down. We feel that to

entangle our bylaws with this language preventsam
really evaluating what is going on with these esent
What is the cause of this loss of revenue? Did sueh
unexpected expenses? Was weather a factor? Is¢he
site in an economically depressed area? All ofehes
questions should be evaluated for any event thet do
poorly. It is OUR responsibility as a General Botrd
review these things before approving any eventtfer
calendar year. We as Engineers are opposed to
surrendering to our bylaws the ability to make thigd
of financial decision. Humans should make these
decisions, not hard written formulas or rules im ou
bylaws. Codified rules are by their very naturehlado
make intelligent choices; we humans can. If youtwan
stop losing money at an event site, determine vauwrg
losing money; do we need to make an adjustmeiftein
budget before the event, do we need to changevtrd €
management team, do we need to consider “Pay to
Play” (we are not opposed to that, either). Thareags
vote “no.”

The vote proceeded on the motion to enact a bylaws
event loss amendment. The motion failed with two in
favor, 18 opposed, and one abstaining.

“At the Event at Port Gamalgaffic
incident occurred involving one of your membersvirich
an employee of Centurion Services, a licensedi€raf
Flagger, was injured, June 25th, 2011....This indiden
occurred at approximately 0944 at the crosswatket
Battlefield. Your member, a man in a blue Dodge Ram
pickup 4x4, license B88561D, forced his way dowone
way street, the wrong way. Our Flagger tried toresd
him and had to jump out of the way of the truckptevent
being run over, dropping his “Stop” sign which gedthis
leg causing it to bleed. It did not require emeryen
attention, only minor first aid. The driver therlgd at the
Flagger stating he “belonged here and he was going

through.” He then proceeded down the street...Another
Centurion Services employee was posted at the appos
end of this road and noticed the vehicle exceeked t
appropriate rate of speed for this area. He wasdagk
stop and turn around, he refused, stating “goingptby
and off load his stuff in the confederate camp.&Bm-
ployee told him to just be sure to leave in thétigjrec-
tion and not drive against the traffic. He repligdvas
different than last year and he would turn arouienv
he was done.”... At a later time, after the firsttleadf
the day, the driver approached me in an aggressare
ner and wanted to discuss this incident. | wabvstifk-
ing at the cross walk directing pedestrians arffidra
along with my other employee. I told him | couldt no
discuss this matter, spoke to him about almosnhbitny
employee, which he replied “Well, | didn’t hit hidid
I?" | then point out the other employee that wasined
and told the driver we could not discuss this aseewery
occupied with the safety of the street traffic. Thizer
then left me, and immediately approached the engglply
who then also told him that he was too busy attthie
to get involved in discussions.

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Fried Green Tomatoes
— A Rebel’s recipe

Ann Clarke- 10" Virginia- United Daughters of the Confederacy®
Ingredients
1 cup buttermilk
1 large egg
1 tablespoon sugar
2 medium green tomatoes about 1 pound), cored and cut into 1/2-inch-thick wedges
1 cup stone-ground cornmeal
2 tablespoons all-purpose flour
3/4 teaspoon kosher salt
1/2 teaspoon dried thyme
Pinch of cayenne pepper
Freshly ground black pepper
4 slices raw bacon
Vegetable oil for frying

Directions

In a large bowl, whisk together the buttermilk, egg, and sugar. Add the tomatoes and soak for 10
minutes, turning the tomatoes occasionally.

In a large bowl, whisk together the cornmeal, flour, salt, thyme, and cayenne. Season with pep-
per. Set aside.

Heat a large skillet cast-iron skillet over medium-high heat. Lay the bacon in the skillet and cook,
turning once, until crispy, about 2 minutes per side. Transfer the bacon to a paper towel to drain,
reserve the bacon fat in the skillet. Pour the oil into skillet to a depth of 1/2 inch and heat until
hot.

Meanwhile, drain the tomatoes and toss in the cornmeal mixture until well coated. Working in
batches if needed, fry the coated tomatoes, turning once, until lightly browned and hot, about 3
minutes the first side, and 2 minutes the second side. Using a slotted spatula or spoon, transfer
the tomatoes to a paper-towel lined plate to drain.

Arrange the fried tomatoes on a platter and crumble the bacon over the top.
